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(1) Improvisational Planning

What can this oxymoron do for you? Theatrical improvisation is the basis for
engaging, spontaneous, and often comical interaction. Participants will learn
basic improvisation methodology and practice, as it pertains to a language
classroom, and will engage in sample thematic interactions to illustrate how the
art of improvisation can increase vocabulary and grammar production and
retention.

(2) No Time to Lose: Making the Most of your K-6
World Language Program

Elementary World Language Teachers, do you see your students for an hour or
less each week? Are you often left feeling there is no time to lose? This session
will provide tips for making the most of limited contact time with students.
Participants will be provided with samples of 30 minute lessons along with a
handout that includes songs, games, projects, teaching resources, and ideas for
parental involvement.

(3) How Language Works: Introducing Historical
Linguistics to Students of German

Students know that German and English are related: "Buch" and "book" are
unmistakable cognates; and "drink, drank, drunk" are obviously connected to
"trinken, trank, getrunken." But lexical cognates are just the beginning. Refresh
your own knowledge of historical linguistics and leave with simple examples to
help students understand why and how the languages are related, why we
speak with an accent in German, and why (for example) German often has "pf"
when English has "p" (Pfund/pound; Pfeffer/pepper).

(4) Chinese Distance Learning — A Case Study

Teaching and learning Chinese in real classrooms is not an easy task. Chinese
distance instruction is even more challenging. Based on a case study, the
current presentation covers topics like feasibility, program management, lesson
planning, classroom management, material designing, technology support etc. to
prove that language distance learning is not only feasible but also efficient
especially to rural schools that are in need of language education resources.

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(5) Memories of Silk and Straw: A Self-Portrait of Small-

A teacher
who heard Sherry's presentation about this logical, phonetic, grammatically
simple language called Esperanto "a no-fail language learning experience."

(7) La Belle Province

Vive le Québec! This session will be a follow up to last year's session. It will
provide materials, technology ideas, and various other classroom activities that
fellow colleagues will be able to use. The main focus will be on culture and
history activities one can use to compare and contrast the U.S. with Quebec,
traditional recipes one can use within the classroom, and events, facts and
lessons with the evolution of French in Québec.

(8) Teaching Real Culture

Do you actually think Cinco de Mayo is a big deal in Mexico or other countries?
This session uses input from the presenter and attendees to provide lots of
examples of relevant, day-to-day cultural topics for language classrooms. It
should become obvious that fluency in the language is an important qualification
for getting close to the cultures.
