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(1) Projects — A Great Way to Use your Students’ Skills

Do you do projects? Do you need ideas? Have a favorite you want to share?
Here is your chance to get some new ideas and share some of your own. First,
the presenter will give you several project ideas and rubrics for high school
levels I-1V. Then, she will open the floor for sharing. If possible, please bring 50
copies of your favorite project & rubric to share.

(2) The Importance of Diction in the FL Classroom:
Creative Exercises that Work (Not Only) for the
Student of German

Language instructors share a basic concern: Students of foreign languages are
rather slow in gaining adequate diction proficiency in their respective target
language(s). This does not prepare them well for their study abroad experience
or their future language career. To help remedy this situation, | have developed
a series of (increasingly complex) diction exercises, which takes a musical
approach to correct pronunciation, intonation, and fluency. (No, | do not have
them sing their ABCs.) | would like to demonstrate this applied approach to
those interested in getting their students "diction-wise" on the right track from
day one.

(3) Buen Camino! El Camino de Santiago

The session will be an audio-visual presentation of the Way of St. James which
the presenters experienced firsthand the past June. Each teacher will share
ideas about lessons for his/her grade level using "el camino" as a way to teach
culture. In addition, these Lilly Endowment Grant winners will tell you how you
can apply for this grant to enable you to do something you've always wanted to
do.

(4) Die Deutsche Welle 24/7

FL teachers are often accused of using insufficient amounts of authentic
materials. The Deutsche Welle (DW), which broadcasts a wide variety
of programs on the Internet 24/7 and provides texts on numerous topics, can
help remedy this situation. A weekly newsletter produced with the Goethe
Institute features practical tips for the classroom. Sample DW materials will be
available with suggestions for their use. Participants will be asked for their input
on the topic.

(5) Create and Communicate: Effective Strategies for the
Beginning Chinese Classroom

Discover how to effectively use contextualized story-based teaching to make
student learning meaningful and interesting, and improve the communication
skills of students in a proficiency-driven classroom. This interactive presentation
will focus on effective strategies to motivate students to communicate in
Chinese, and authentic assessments based on performance tasks.
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(6) Climbing the Japanese AP Ladder: A Methodology

The recent development of the AP Japanese exam has encouraged many 6-12
Japanese language teachers to search for more effective means of taking pre-
AP students to that AP level. This session focuses on extended and culturally-
contextualized exercises that engage students and introduce kanji in an on-
demand manner. A scaffolded and stepped approach revolving first and
foremost around culture can introduce even first-year students to approximately
150 kaniji.

(7) CSC Extension Session: Differentiation

In order to reach all kinds of learners, differentiated instruction is an important
concept in today’s world language classroom. The presenter will introduce some
easy to create activities, the "Relevance and Rigor Framework", and investigate
teacher and student roles based on Bloom's Taxonomy of Knowledge.

(8) Making the Traditional Pastime Hanafuda Accessible
to Students

Many of Japan’s popular pastimes can trace their origins to other cultures. Go
from China, Shogi to both China and India, and some say even Kendama can be
traced back as far as France. By comparison, the card game Hanafuda (literally
“Flower Cards”) is uniquely Japanese. Based on Japanese flora and
appreciation for nature, it does not rely on numbers as card games familiar to
Westerners do. However, this very “Japanese” kisetsukan (sense of seasons)
visible in the blooming cherry blossoms and the brilliant Japanese maple leaves
of autumn can be bewildering to newcomers. The well-known Japanese textbook
Adventures in Japanese 2 touches upon it, generating interest, but it sometimes
escapes the grasp of novices. Participants in this session will be able to bring
this intriguing and engaging facet of Japanese culture back to their students.
After a brief overview of the history and development of the game, attendees will
learn and work their way through a simple variant of Hanafuda, returning to their
classrooms and students with detailed, printed rules, and a list of combinations.

(9) Alice Leaves Wonderland

3-D animation videos can add spark to a language program. In this session you
will be introduced to Alice, a 3-D animation program that both you and your
students can use to make their own animated skits and videos. Alice is very
user-friendly so even a Mad Hatter can easily make animations with it. Don't be
late for this very important date!
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(1) Involve Them, They’ll Learn!

This session will explore how carefully designed team learning activities may
increase motivation on the part of students. Participants will examine the key
components of cooperative learning and will work together to adapt textbook
activities in ways that lead to an increase in student engagement. Emphasis will
be placed on structures that foster interdependence while emphasizing
individual accountability — the two key elements in successful team work.

(2) Stimulate Their Senses!

Engage your students with visuals, feelings, smells, taste, sound and movement.
Two teachers pull their resources and present powerful mini lessons you can
take home and use in class immediately.

(3) Espafiol Creativo a través de Obras del Teatro

La puesta en escena de obras del teatro es una forma de incentivar el uso del
espafiol de una forma artistica y de fomentar habilidades histriénicas en los
estudiantes.

(4) Graphic Novels —auch Literatur?

The words “German literature” bring to mind Goethe, Schiller and...Graphic
Novels? Yes, graphic novels have become a genre of their own and present an
opportunity to approach reading in a new and appealing way with students. In
this interactive session, participants will employ techniques and engage in
activities to facilitate the reading of an excerpt from the graphic novel “Wir
koennen ja Freunde bleiben” (Mawil), and they will also receive classroom ready
materials.

(5) Activities on Training Speaking Skills

The presenters will demo their often-used classroom activities on training
secondary level students' speaking skills in Chinese.
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(6) Incorporating Classical Japanese Songs in a
Language Class

In both English and Japanese, the word "song" refers to poetry as well. Classical
songs are good poetry set in music that has stood the test of time. This paper
demonstrates the effectiveness of incorporating classical Japanese songs in a
language class: words of the songs can be used to teach poetic language, verbs
and adjectives can be used to conjugations, themes can be used to teach
various elements of Japanese culture but above all it is the beautiful melody that
makes them appealing to all students.

(7) Let’s Meet Each Other!: A Round Table Discussion
on Best Practices for Beginners’ Spanish Programs
at the Undergraduate Level in Colleges and
Universities

This session is designed for language coordinators and directors who do not
want to reinvent the wheel. Learn more about what your colleagues are doing in
the Beginners’ Spanish undergraduate programs. We will share ideas for what
works in syllabus preparation, textbook selection, and assessing students.
Please come prepared to share your syllabus and any other material that works
well at your institution.

(8) Latin Recitation

Daily recitations of literature enhance students’ ability to learn Latin Among its
many benefits are 1) improved pronunciation, 2) better grasp of Latin grammar
and syntax, and 3) the cultivating of appreciation for Roman literary
craftsmanship. This presentation suggests strategies for making recitations
enjoyable and productive. Attendees will see a video of students performing
Catullus, Ovid, and Vergil, and can take a bibliography of research suggesting
the pedagogical potential of recitations.

(9) Taste of Japan

Come and see/experience a demonstration of how authentic Japanese food can
be introduced in the classroom to encourage individual student to develop one's
own opinions. Some food samples will be available.

(10) Be(coming) a Digital Citizen: Discovering
Classroom 2.0

Wii? Wiki? Web? What? -- No idea? No problem! This session is for the absolute
beginner. Discover what the difference is between a blog, a wiki, and a podcast.
Find out what makes Web 2.0 different from Web 1.0. Jumping into the digital
age can be a scary proposition. Come to this session and find out how you can
get started and join your students in the wonderful world of classroom 2.0 and
the digital age.
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(1) Using Four is So Much More!l: A Four Component
Approach to Designing Engaging Modern Language
Lessons

Increasingly, modern language teachers have standards, guidelines, calendars
and frameworks for WHAT they teach. This interactive session offers support for
educators in HOW they design and deliver what they teach in order to maximize
student engagement and learning. Session participants will be provided with a
four-component approach to lesson planning design and will be introduced to a
variety of strategies that support its implementation. The session content will be
presented using modeling, explicit debriefing, and reflection. Audience members
will leave the session with not only a new model for teaching modern language
lessons, but will also leave with several new, interactive strategies for teaching
and assessing a variety of types of modern language learners.

(2) Spanish Teacher Immersion Programs that Inspire
and Enrich

Learn about the unique Aventura Cultural immersion programs for Spanish
teachers in Guadalajara, Mexico and Madrid, Spain. These NETC programs
feature one to one instruction with native instructors. Use the city of Guadalajara
or Madrid as your learning laboratory. Graduate credit in Spanish is available.

(3) A Japanese Immersive Learning Project for an
International Community

Japanese and telecommunication majors participating in immersive learning at
Ball State University produced a booklet and corresponding DVD of Japanese
language and culture for the international community of Greensburg Indiana in
anticipation of the start of the new Honda plant. The goal of this project was to
further understanding between the two cultures. The session presents activities
and materials produced. Benefits include aspects of Japanese culture
addressed and the methods used to present them.

(4) The P-A-C-E Approach: Teaching Grammar through
Guided Participation

In this interactive session, participants will learn about the PACE method of
grammar instruction (Presentation, Attention, Co-construction, Extension). They
will try out the method from both the student and teacher perspectives, practice
enabling students to discover grammatical patterns on their own, and discuss
the benefits of the inductive approach the PACE method offers. Participants will
leave with a packet of relevant materials. Examples will be given in German; all
language teachers are welcome to attend.

(5) Be(coming) a Digital Citizen: Professional Learning
for a New Age

Professional development is no longer limited to a specific date and time.
Today's educators are discovering how to create personal and professional
learning networks (PLNs) that enable them to collaborate with others, find just-
in-time support, and gather ideas from colleagues around the globe. This
session will highlight several strategies to begin building your own professional
learning network and be(coming) a digital citizen.
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(1) Alternate Reality Learning

Transform your classroom into a whole new world by using an alternate reality!
ARL can give your students a renewed enthusiasm for learning a language and
open the door for your classes to step outside the traditional box and into a
world you create together. ARL's are flexible and easy to tailor to your students’
specific needs. This session will give you several ideas for creating an alternate
reality in your own classroom.

(2) Incorporacion de Mitos, Leyendas y Elementos de Investigacion en

Participants will receive
electronic copies of materials that include: a PowerPoint for cultural aspects and
vocabulary, practice dialogues, assignments based on differentiated instruction,
and a final project with rubric. Teachers of all languages who are interested in
content-based instruction are welcome.

(4) Improving Educational Effectiveness and Promoting
Internal and External Information-Sharing: University
of Evansville Department of Foreign Languages
Student Learning Outcomes Assessment

This presentation explores the steps that the University of Evansville’s
Department of Foreign Languages is taking in planning and developing an
effective student learning outcomes assessment project. This project responds
to the internally motivated need for reflecting upon what the foreign language
department does in its program. It is based on systematically collected and
analyzed evidence, with the ultimate goal of promoting internal (faculty and
students) and external (administration) communication and education.

(5) Les Réles Multiples des Jeux de Réles en Clase

Moving students to spontaneous speaking is a challenge teachers face at all
instructional levels. Carefully crafted role-play activities are a dynamic way to
provide students with occasions for original expression. Students participating in
role-plays also encounter cultural material and develop intercultural skills in
personalized, meaningful ways. In this session, participants will learn to design
effective role-play activities that create scaffolding for increasing mastery of oral
and other skills at many linguistic levels.
